The Department of Health and Hospitals is pleased to announce that the state, through the Bureau of Primary Care and Rural Health, is offering the State Nursing Loan Repayment Program (SNLRP).  The SNLRP is a program that offers registered nurses assistance to repay educational loans in exchange for service.  The purpose of the program will be to assist in the recruitment and retention of professional nurses dedicated to providing health care to uninsured and underserved populations.

The SNLRP provides up to $7,500 in educational loan repayment assistance to a registered nurse (RN) that has an employment agreement to practice in a primary care health professional shortage area (HPSA), a federally qualified health center or a rural health clinic for a minimum of two years.  In addition, the nurse must be employed at least 36 hours per week in a medical practice or facility that accepts assignment of Medicaid and Medicare.  

The enclosed information includes a fact sheet on the SNLRP, the program’s policies and procedures, the SNLRP application, required forms and a map of eligible areas.  The SNLRP application will be accepted until Monday, June 6, 2005.  This application is also available on-line at www.pcrh.dhh.louisiana.gov.  Applications may be mailed, e-mailed or faxed to the Department of Health and Hospitals, Bureau of Primary Care and Rural Health to the attention of Jeanne Haupt.  The mailing address is P. O.
