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   In the later of part of 2008, David Raines 
Community Health Centers (DRCHCs) 
celebrated another year of providing high 
quality affordable healthcare services to the 
residents of Gilliam, Haynesville, Minden, 
and now Bossier City Louisiana.

As an activist for 
equality, he was responsible for building 
the First Negro Church; made large 
contributions to Wiley College; and built a 
living facility for elderly African 
Americans in Dexter, Arkansas. He also 
donated 22 acres for facilities to house 
juvenile delinquents so they would not be housed with adults. Later, the David Raines Association 
constructed the David Raines Community Center which is the current housing of David Raines 
Community Health Center. The spirit of David Herndon Raines which is clearly seen in his compassion 
for the less fortunate with the will to act continues to resonate in the daily acts of services performed by 
the David Raines Community Health Centers network.   
  
       The theme for the conference was “Creating Access to Quality Health Care”. The theme embodies the 
thrust of the DRCHCs organization considering that since its inception in Shreveport, LA, the 
organization has expanded and built facilities in Gilliam, Haynesville, Minden and most recently Bossier 
City. Willie White III, CEO of David Raines Community Health Centers said, “Our theme, Creating 
Access to Quality Health Care is more fitting than ever as we celebrate the opening of our fifth and newest 
location in Bossier City.” DRCHCs continue to grow and expand in its impact to alleviate health 
disparities in Northwest, LA. through a plethora of partnerships and collaborations. DRCHCs are currently 
working with organizations such as CADDO Parish School System-School Based Dental Sealant 
Program, LA Cancer Control Partnership, CADDO, Webster, and Claiborne Parish Head Start Programs, 
LSU-Shreveport Masters of Health Administration Program and others. Moreover, DRCHCs has garnered 
large amounts of community support demonstrated in financial contributions and donations from 
churches, insurance companies, law offices, individuals, judges, and small businesses.  
  
     Attendees had an opportunity to hear several speakers from the wise and graceful words of Annie Pearl 
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Wilson, Board President of David Raines Community 
Health Centers to those of the Rev. Brian Hollis that 
spoke about service and the importance of community 
based health care. Willie White, CEO, David Raines 
Community Health Centers gave an annual report and 
presented on the most recent accomplishments of the 
organization. Some of these accomplishments include: 
  
· DRCHCs secured a $250,000 appropriation from the 
state to make improvements to the health center.  
 
· DRCHCs secured a grant for $50,000 to assist with the 
purchase of a mobile dental van. The van was purchased. 
 
· DRCHCs secured $75,000 from the Dept. of Health and 
Hospitals for the implementation of mental health 
services. 
  
· DRCHCs has maintained accreditation with Joint 
Commission and has extended its accreditation to 2011. 
  
· DRCHCs has successfully opened up its own in house pharmacy. Patients are able to receive medications 
at discount prices up to 60% of retail value.  
 

DRCHCs has successfully implemented a sliding fee 
scale for laboratory services, thus making the service 
more affordable.  
  
     DRCHCs continue to be a leader amongst health care 
providers in the state. Willie White, CEO, DRCHCs said, 
“David Raines Community Health Center is dedicated to 
providing patient education, promoting preventive care 
and pursuing excellence in health care practices which 
results in quality care.

    During the 2008 Legislative Session, the Louisiana Legislature passed 
Senate Bill 287 entitled The Consumer’s Right to Know Act. The bill requires 
the state Department of Health and Hospitals (DHH) to collect and publish 
information about health care providers on the internet. The bill is designed to 
give consumers the ability to make informed decisions when choosing providers. 
The type of information published will include, cost, quality, performance of 
health care providers and health plans. The bill will also serve to improve health 
care quality. Alan Levine, Secretary of the Department of Health and Hospitals 
said, “Transparency in cost and outcomes has the dual impact of improving 
quality and reducing cost”. The bill has come into fruition at the request of Gov. 
Bobby Jindal and Senator Willie Mount, Chair of the Senate Health and Welfare 
Committee.  The Legislation also calls for the creation of a Health Data Panel. 
The Health Data Panel will advise the agency on the best practices of data 
collection, a template for the website, and risk adjustment of the data to ensure 
appropriate comparisons. Linda Matessino, CEO of Innis Community Health 
Center and Louisiana Primary Care Association Board Member was appointed 
by Alan Levine, Secretary of DHH to serve on the Panel. Ms. Matessino has 
served in the field of health care for many years and her experience and expertise 
will be a valued asset as the state forges forward in the creation of a new system 
of care that will insure affordability, access, and quality.

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    The National Committee for Quality Assurance (NCQA) is a private, 501 © (3) 
nonprofit organization dedicated to improving the quality of health care. The organization 
was founded in 1990 and has since become synonymous with “quality”, along with Joint 
Commission, which is another organization. NCQA contributes to increasing health care 
quality by tracking the statistics of health care plans. As a result, protocols are redefined, doctors find new 
innovative ways to practice, and patients are more engaged in health care. Recently, NCQA released a press 
release highlighting research that has shown that Aspirin greatly reduces Cardiovascular Disease. It has been 
estimated that up to 45,000 lives could be saved annually if patients are properly educated about Aspirin use. 
NCQA has just created a new data measure the will assess how physicians educate patients about Aspirin use.  
  
     Recently, several of Louisiana’s Federally Qualified Health Centers (FQHCs) received NCQA certification. 
These health centers include, Daughters of Charity Health Centers of New Orleans (Metairie), Daughters of 
Charity Health Centers of New Orleans—St. Cecilia, Daughters of Charity Health Centers of New Orleans-
Uptown, St. Charles Community Health Center, Algiers Community Health Center, and St. Thomas 
Community Health Center. This along with several of Louisiana’s FQHCs receiving Joint Commission 
accreditation serves as a testament to our commitment to healthcare at the highest of quality standards.

Community resident showed support through good attendance and a children’s choir 
was present to sing before attendees. It was truly an event true to the nature of the Daughters of Charity 
organization characterized with the virtues of servitude, kindness, spirituality and hospitality. Attendees were 
served free bowls of red beans and rice and barbeque while being welcomed to a new health center with 
affordable services that is sure to be a valued asset to the community.    
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LEGISL ATIV E UP DAT E  

   Since the inauguration of President Barrack Obama, his administration along with the democratic majority 
Congress has been hard at work creating legislation to revive and stimulate a faltering American economy. 
Congress developed a bill formally referred to as the American Reinvestment and Recovery Act. The bill 
garnered a significant amount of scrutiny from the Republican Party which says the bill is to large and contains 
to many pet projects that do not stimulate the economy. A House version and Senate version of the bill was 
created and passed. The bill has also gone to conference committee to reconcile the differences. The House 
originally passed a $819 billion dollar bill and the Senate price tag was $838 billion. The fiscal note of the 
compromise bill is $798 Billion. The good news is that $2 billion for health center and health center related 
services did survive the conference committee meeting. Currently as it stands, the bill provides $1.5 Billion for 
health center infrastructure which includes, construction, HIT, renovations and equipment. The bill also 
contains $500 million for health center operations which include new sites, and increased services. Lastly the 
bill contains $300 million for National Health Services Corps and $200 million for health professions training. 
The compromise bill was signed into law by President Obama on February 17, 2009.

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    The State Children’s Health Insurance Program (SCHIP) is now law and was signed by President Obama 
February 4, 2009. The Legislation comes as a  sigh of relief for states and those in the health center community 
because the program has been operating under a continuing resolution for a little over a year due to  
disagreements between the Bush Administration and a Democratic Congress.  The Bill provides significant 
benefits for federally qualified health centers. The benefits include: the establishment of  a prospective 
payment system (PPS) similar to the current Medicaid and Medicare PPS reimbursement structures. The bill 
also allows legal immigrant children to participate in the SCHIP program. Previously, children had to wait five 
years before being eligible to participate in the SCHIP program. Lastly, SCHIP will enable an additional 4 
million children to participate in the program nationwide.  

     The National Association of Community Health Centers (NACHC) Policy and Issues (P&I) Forum will 
be held on March 24-29, 2009 in Washington D.C.. During the Forum health center affiliates take the time to 
visit their Congressmen to discuss issues that affect the medically underserved and the health center program. 
This year’s policy agenda includes: Universal Availability of Affordable Coverage for Quality Health Care 
through strengthening Medicaid and SCHIP programs; Investing In Primary Care in Medically Underserved 
Communities through increasing Health Center funding; Increasing the Primary Care Workforces through the 
support of programs such as the National Health Services Corps; Strengthening Existing Payment Systems to 
insure that FQHCs are adequately reimbursed; and Improving Access to Low Cost Capitol Financing  through 
the provision of more resources such as loans, loan guarantees, bonds and tax credits. For more information 
about NACHC P&I go to www.nachc.com.

Folks who attended the January Board Meeting have already heard me explain the benefits of Health Center 
Controlled Networks (HCCNs) but I wanted to use this month’s article to bring everyone else up to speed as 
well as go in to a bit more detail. 
 

 
 
First things first, what is an HCCN? According to HRSA, a HCCN is: 

A network controlled by and acting on behalf of health centers as defined and funded under section 330
(e)(1)(C) of the PHS Act. The term “controlled” means to have the authority collectively to appoint a 
minimum of 51 percent of the network’s board members in the network. The network must consist of at 
least 3 collaborator organizations. 

 

Typically, a HCCN will function as a type of resource sharing entity between organizations that use the same 
vendor for HIT functions including practice management, billing, electronic health records, etc. 
 
There are many benefits of joining an existing network. First of all, the network may be better positioned to 
negotiate licensing fees with vendors. If the software/system is licensed on a per-provider model, the network 
can purchase a pool of licenses (at a lower cost) to use for the members. When providers join or leave, the 
licenses can be adjusted among the members. 
 
Secondly, the members of the network pool their resources to purchase a larger server to be shared between the 
members leading to lower overall hardware costs. Virtualization techniques can be used to protect individual 
members’ information as well as creating a higher level of hardware utilization. Also, members pay lower tech 
support costs using shared staffing. 
 
Finally, the network can also act as a shared knowledge center for sharing experiences, which will result in 
better utilization. This especially comes in handy when interfacing with outside systems (lab, HIE, etc.). 
HCCNs can also create a “reports library” containing useful report templates for members including QI, HDC, 
UDS, P4P, Operation reports and more.
